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Saint John XXIII

The youngest of four children, Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli was born on November 25, 1881 in the city of Sotto il Monte,
in the province of Bergamo. From an early age he showed some inclination to the priesthood. In 1892 he entered the
Seminary of Bergamo and in 1901 moved to the Seminary of St. Apollinaris in Rome. Roncalli was ordained a priest in
1904 in the church of S. Maria di Monte Santo.

In 1905 he was chosen as secretary to the new bishop of Bergamo, Very Rev. Giacomo Radini Germans. In 1906,
Roncalli began to teach various courses in the seminary: church history, patristics, and apologetics. During this period
he was also the editor of the diocesan magazine "The Diocesan Life" and from 1910 an assistant of the Catholic
Women’s Union.

The outbreak of war in 1915 saw him spend himself for more than three years as a chaplain in the care of wounded
soldiers in the hospitals of Bergamo. In July of 1918 he agreed to serve the soldiers suffering from tuberculosis,
knowing that thus he was risking his life by facing the danger of contamination.

In December of 1920, the pope called him to Rome to preside over the Congregation for the Propagation of the Faith in
Italy. In 1925 he was appointed Apostolic Visitor to Bulgaria and consecrated a bishop, thus beginning his period of
diplomatic service for the Holy See. At the end of 1934 he was sent as Apostolic Delegate to Turkey and Greece,
countries where Catholics did not have an easy life. During World War II he maintained a prudent attitude of neutrality,
which allowed him to offer effective assistance to the Jews, thousands of whom were thus saved from extermination, as
well as to the starving Greek population. On December 30, 1944 he was sent to the Nunciature in Paris. His diplomatic
activity assumed an explicitly pastoral flavor through his pastoral visits to many dioceses of France and Algeria.

Created a cardinal in the last consistory of Pope Pius XII, Roncalli accepted the proposal to transfer to the see of
Venice, where he arrived on March 5, 1953. His episcopate was characterized by a fervent commitment to pastoral
ministry and in the celebration of a Diocesan Synod.

Elected Pope on October 28, 1958, Roncalli took the name John XXIII. In spite of those who believed that his would be
a simple pontificate of transition, he showed from the very beginning a new style, which reflected his human and
priestly personality, shaped as it was through a series of meaningful experiences in his life. He restored the proper
operation of the offices of the curia and took care to give his ministry a particularly pastoral signature. He increased
contact with the faithful through visits to parishes, hospitals and prisons. On January 25, 1959 John XXIII announced
the Second Vatican Council. The objectives assigned to the council, elaborated in a complete way in the opening
speech of October 11, 1962, were original, not seeking to define new truths, but to express
traditional doctrine in a manner more suited to modern sensibilities. John XXIII exhorted the
Church to favor mercy and dialogue with the world over condemnation and opposition, in the
renewed awareness that the Church's mission embraces all men.

Pope John XXIII’s commitment to peace was constant: in his Encyclicals Mater et Magistra
(1961) and Pacem in Terris(1963), and in his decisive intervention during the crisis of Cuba
in the Autumn of 1962. His prestige and universal admiration can be measured by the last
weeks of his life, when the whole world was anxiously gathered around the bedside of the
dying Pope and received with deep sorrow the news of his death on the evening of June 3,
1963.
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Saint John Paul 11

Pope John Paul II was born Karol Jozef Wojtyla on May 18, 1920, in Wadowice, Poland. He was ordained in 1946,
became the bishop of Ombi in 1958, and became the archbishop of Krakow in 1964. He was made a cardinal by Pope
Paul VI in 1967, and in 1978 became the first non-Italian pope in more than 400 years. He was a vocal advocate for
human rights and used his influence to effect political change. He died in Italy in 2005. It was announced in July of
2013 that he would be declared a saint in April of the following year.

Born Karol Jozef Wojtyla on May 18, 1920, in Wadowice, Poland, Pope John Paul II's early life was marked by great
loss. His mother died when he was 9 years old, and his older brother Edmund died when he was 12.

Growing up, John Paul was athletic and enjoyed skiing and swimming. He went to Krakow's Jagiellonian University
in 1938 where he showed an interest in theater and poetry. The school was closed the next year by Nazi troops during
the German occupation of Poland. Wanting to become a priest, John Paul began studying at a secret seminary run by
the archbishop of Krakow. After World War II ended, he finished his religious studies at a Krakow seminary and was
ordained in 1946.

John Paul spent two years in Rome where he finished his doctorate in theology. He returned to his native Poland in
1948 and served in several parishes in and around Krakow. John Paul became the bishop of Ombi in 1958 and then
the archbishop of Krakow six years later. Considered one of the Catholic Church's leading thinkers, he participated in
the Second Vatican Council—sometimes called Vatican II. The council began reviewing church doctrine in 1962,
holding several sessions over the course of the next few years. As a member of the council, John Paul helped the
church to examine its position in the world. Well regarded for his contributions to the church, John Paul was made a
cardinal in 1967 by Pope Paul VI.

In 1978, John Paul made history by becoming the first non-Italian pope in more than four hundred years. As the
leader of the Catholic Church, he traveled the world, visiting more than 100 countries to spread his message of faith
and peace. But he was close to home when he faced the greatest threat to his life. In 1981, an assassin shot John Paul
twice in St. Peter's Square in Vatican City. Fortunately, he was able to recover from his injuries and later forgave his
attacker.

A vocal advocate for human rights, John Paul often spoke out about suffering in the world. He held strong positions
on many topics, including his opposition to capital punishment. A charismatic figure, John Paul used his influence to
bring about political change and is credited with the fall of communism in his native Poland. He was not without
critics, however. Some have stated that he could be harsh with those who disagreed with him and that he would not
compromise his hard-line stance on certain issues, such as contraception.

In his later years, John Paul's health appeared to be failing. At public appearances, he moved slowly and seemed
unsteady on his feet. He also visibly trembled at times. One of his doctors also disclosed that John Paul had
Parkinson's disease, a brain disorder often characterized by shaking, in 2001. But there was never any official
announcement about his illness from the Vatican.

John Paul II died on April 2, 2005, at the age of 84, at his Vatican City residence. More than 3 million people waited
in line to say good-bye to their beloved religious leader at St. Peter's Basilica before his funeral on April 8.

On July 5, 2013, waving the usual five-year waiting period, the Vatican announced
that the Roman Catholic Church would declare Pope John Paul II a saint, and that the
canonization ceremony would likely take place within the next 16 months. The
Vatican also stated that Pope John XXIII, who headed the Catholic Church from
1958 until his death in 1963 and convened the Vatican II council, would also be
declared a saint.

On September 30, 2013, Pope Francis announced that the canonizations of Pope John
Paul II and Pope John XXIII would occur on April 27, 2014. The announcement of
Pope John Paul II's canonization came after the Vatican revealed that two miracles
were attributed to the late pope. After a dying French nun, Sister Marie Simon-Pierre
Normand, prayed to Pope John Paul II for during her battle with Parkinson's
disease—the same illness that killed the pope—she was cured. The second miracle §
involved a 50-year-old woman, who claimed that she was cured of a brain aneurysm
after a photograph of Pope John Paul II spoke to her.

CATECHISM CORNER

What does the Gospel teach about the mysteries of
the birth and infancy of Jesus?

At Christmas the glory of heaven is shown forth in the
weakness of a baby; the circumcision of Jesus is a sign
of his belonging to the Hebrew people and is a
prefiguration of our Baptism; the Epiphany is the
manifestation of the Messiah King of Israel to all the
nations; at the presentation in the temple, Simeon and
Anna symbolise all the anticipation of Israel awaiting
its encounter with its Savior; the flight into Egypt and
the massacre of the innocents proclaim that the entire
life of Christ will be under the sign of persecution; the
departure from Egypt recalls the exodus and presents
Jesus as the new Moses and the true and definitive
liberator.

What does the hidden life of Jesus in Nazareth teach
us?

In the course of his hidden life in Nazareth Jesus stayed
in the silence of an ordinary existence. This allows us
to enter into fellowship with him in the holiness to be
found in a daily life marked by prayer, simplicity, work
and family love. His obedience to Mary and to Joseph,
his foster father, is an image of his filial obedience to
the Father. Mary and Joseph accepted with faith the
mystery of Jesus even though they did not always
understand it.

Gdy miat 9 lat zmarta mu
mama. Jego starszy brat Edmund, lekarz, umart w 1931 r., a ojciec, podoficer w wojsku, w 1941 r.

Od roku uczeszczat na Uniwersytet Jagiellonski w Krakowie, kiedy w 1939 zostal on zamkniety przez
nazistowskiego okupanta. Mtody Karol, aby zarobi¢ na utrzymanie i uchronic¢ si¢ przed deportacjq do
Niemiec pracowat w kamieniolomie i pozniej w fabryce chemicznej.

W 1892 roku wstgpit do
seminarium w Bergamo, a w 1901 przeniesiono go do seminarium przy kosciele S. Maria di Monte Santo w Rzymie.
W 1905 roku zostal mianowany sekretarzem biskupa Giacomo Radini Tedeschi w rodzinnej diecezji Bergamo. Od
roku 1906 wyktadatl w seminarium historig Kosciota, patrologie¢ oraz apologetyke. W tym tez okresie byt redaktorem
naczelnym diecezjalnego pisma “La Vita Diocesana” (Zycie Diecezjalne), a od 1910 asystentem w Katolickim
Zwiqzku Kobiet.

Po wybuchu pierwszej wojny swiatowej przez trzy lata stuzyt jako kapelan w wojskowym szpitalu w Bergamo. W lipcu
1918 roku wyrazit gotowos¢ postugiwania zotnierzom chorym na gruzlice nie bac-zgc na to, ze ryzykuje wlasnym
zdrowiem a nawet zZyciem ze wzgledu na mozliwos¢ zakazenia. W grudniu 1920 roku papiez Benedykt XV powotal go
do pracy w Kongregacji Rozkrzewiania Wiary w Rzymie. W 1925 roku zostal mianowany przez Piusa XI wizytatorem
apostolskim w Bulgarii oraz konsekrowany na biskupa, co dato poczqtek jego karierze w stuzbie dyplomatycznej w
Watykanie. W 1934 roku wystano go jako delegata apostolskiego do Turcji i Grecji — panstw, w ktorych sytuacja
katolikow byta bardzo trudna. W okresie drugiej wojny swiatowej zachowat rozsqdng postawe bezstronnosci, co
pozwolito mu na skuteczne ratowanie i ocalenie przed zagtadq tysiecy Zydow oraz dziatalnosé na rzecz nekanej
glodem ludnosci greckiej.

Mianowany 30 grudnia 1944 roku nuncjuszem w Paryzu podejmuje dziatalnos¢ dyplomatyczng, ktora przyjmuje
wyrazny duszpasterski charakter ze wzgledu na odbywane, wielokrotne wizytacje diecezji francuskich jak tez w Alg--
ierii. Podczas ostatniego konsystorza w czasie pontyfikatu Piusa XII, 12 stycznia 1953 roku zostaje arcybiskupem
(patriarchq) Wenecji i kardynatem. Jego postuga biskupia charakteryzuje si¢ zarliwym zaangazowaniem w pracy
duszpasterskiej oraz w celebracji synodu diecezjalnego.

Wybrany papiezem 28 pazdziernika 1958 roku przyjmuje imie Jan XXIII. Wbrew tym, ktorzy uwazali, ze jego
pontyfikat bedzie jedynie przejsciowym, od samego poczgtku pokazuje on nowy styl postugi Piotrowej, ktory
odzwierciedla jego petng serdecznosci i bezposredniosci osobowos¢ oraz kaptanskq dojrzatos¢ wynikajgcg z
wczesniejszych doswiadczen w pracy duszpasterskiej. Wykazuje dbatos¢ o prawidtowe funkcjonowanie biura kurii
rzymskiej oraz o duszpasterski wymiar swojej postugi poprzez kontakty z wiernymi i czeste wizytacje parafii, szpitali i
wiezien.

W dniu 25 stycznia 1959 roku ogtasza zwotanie Il Powszechnego Soboru Watykanskiego, ktorego cele wyjasnia
obszernie w przemowieniu z dnia 11 pazdziernika 1962 roku podkreslajgc, iz nie bedzie w nim chodzito o
zdefiniowanie na nowo prawd wiary, ale o to, aby odstonic tradycyjng doktryne w sposob bardziej dostosowany do
wspotczesnych wrazliwosci. Znajduje tu wyraz zaproszenie przez Jana XXIII do otwarcia si¢ na mitosierdzie i dialog
ze Swiatem bez potepiania kogokolwiek. Wynikac ma to z odnowionej Swiadomosci, ze misja
Kosciota ogarnia wszystkich ludzi.

Nieustanne zaangazowanie Jana XXIII na rzecz pokoju na swiecie wyrazone zostato dobitnie w
Jjego encyklikach Mater et Magistra (1961), Pacem in terris (1963) oraz w jego zdecydowanej
interwencji w czasie kryzysu kubanskiego jesienig 1962 roku. Podziw oraz powszechne uznanie
dla niego uwidocznito si¢ szczegdlnie w ostatnich tygodniach jego zycia, gdy caly swiat z
niepokojem i z wielkq troskq trwat przy umierajgcym ,,dobrym papiezu”, a nastepnie z
glebokim smutkiem przyjgt wiadomosé o jego smierci wieczorem 3 czerwca 1963 roku.
