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Unity and Holiness of the Church Requires Conversion

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Every time we renew our profession of faith by reciting the “Creed”, we affirm that the Church is “one” and “holy”. She is
one, because her origin is in the Triune God, the mystery of unity and full communion. The Church, then, is 4oly, as she is
founded by Jesus Christ, enlivened by the Holy Spirit, showered with his love and his salvation. At the same time, however,
she is holy and made up of sinners, all of us, sinners, who experience our fragility and our misery every day. Thus, this faith
which we profess urges us toward conversion, to have the courage to live unity and holiness daily, and if we are not united,
if we are not holy, it is because we are not faithful to Jesus. But He, Jesus, does not leave us on our own, He does not
abandon his Church! He walks with us, He understands us. He understands our weaknesses, our sins, He forgives us always,
if we let him forgive us. He is always with us, helping us to become less sinful, more holy, more united.

1. The first reassurance we have comes from the fact that Jesus prayed so much for the unity of the disciples. This is the
prayer of the Last Supper, Jesus asks: “Father, that they may all be one”. He prayed for unity, and He actually did so as the
Passion was imminent, when He was about to offer His very life for us. That is what we are continually called to reread and
meditate on, in one of the most intense and moving passages in Chapter 17 of the Gospel according to John (cf. vv. 11, 21-
23). It is so beautiful to know that the Lord, shortly before dying, was not concerned about himself, but was thinking about
us! And in his heartfelt dialogue with the Father, He prayed precisely that we might be one with Him and with each other. It
is with these words that Jesus made himself our intercessor with the Father, so that we too may enter into full communion of
love with Him; at the same time, he entrusts us with his spiritual testimony, so that unity may become ever more the
distinctive mark of our Christian communities and the most beautiful response to whomsoever asks us to account for the
hope that is in us (cf. 1 Pt 3:15).

2. “That they may all be one; even as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be in us, so that the world may
believe that thou hast sent me” (Jn 17:21). The Church has sought from the very start to accomplish this purpose which Jesus
had so much at heart. The Acts of the Apostles remind us that the first Christians distinguished themselves by the fact of
being “of one heart and soul” (Acts 4:32); the Apostle Paul, then, exhorted his communities not to forget that they “are one
body”. Experience tells us, however, that there are so many sins against unity. And let us consider not only the schisms, let
us consider the very common lapses in our communities, “parochial” sins, those sins in the parishes. Sometimes, in fact, our
parishes, called to be places of sharing and communion, are sadly marred by envy, jealousy, antipathy.... And gossip which
everyone passes on. There is so much gossip in parishes! It is not good. For example, when one is elected president of that
association, they gossip about him. And when another is elected president of Catechesis, the others gossip about her. But this
is not the Church. This is not what one should do, we must not do it! We must ask the Lord for the grace not to do it. This
happens when we aim for first place; when we place ourselves at the center, with our personal ambitions and our ways of
seeing things, and we judge others; when we look at our brothers faults instead of their talents; when we give more weight to
what divides us instead of to what we have in common....

Once, in another diocese I had before, I heard an interesting and kind comment. It was about an older woman who had
worked all her life in the parish, and a person who knew her well said: “This woman never criticized, she never gossiped,
she always wore a smile”. A woman like this could be canonized tomorrow! This is a good example. And if we look at the
history of the Church, there are so many divisions among us Christians. Even now we are divided. Also in history, we
Christians have made war among ourselves for theological differences. Let us think of the 30 Years' War. But, this is not
Christian. We must also work for the unity of all Christians, to take the path of unity which is what Jesus wanted and prayed
for.

3. In the face of all of this, we must make a serious examination of conscience. In a Christian community, division is one of
the gravest sins, because it makes it a sign not of God's work, but of the devil's work, who is by definition the one who
separates, who destroys relationships, who insinuates prejudice.... Division in a Christian community, whether in a school, a
parish, or an association, it is a very grave sin, because it is the work of the Devil. God, instead wants us to develop the
capacity to welcome, to forgive and to love each other, to be ever more like Him, who is communion and love. The Church's
holiness consists in this: in recognizing herself in God's image, showered with his mercy and his grace.

Dear friends, let these words of Jesus resound in our hearts: “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of
God” (Mt 5:9). Let us ask sincerely for forgiveness for all the times in which we have caused division or misunderstanding
within our communities, knowing well that communion is not achieved except through constant conversion. What is
conversion? It is asking the Lord for the grace not to speak ill, not to criticize, not to gossip, to love everyone. It is a grace
which the Lord gives us. This is what it means to convert the heart. And let us ask that the daily fabric of our relationships
may become an ever more beautiful and joyous reflection of the relationship between Jesus and the Father.

Saint John Chrysostom, Archbishop of Constantinople, one of the Three Hierarchs [January 30], was
born at Antioch in about the year 347 into the family of a military commander. His father, Secundus,

{ died soon after the birth of his son. His mother, Anthusa, widowed at twenty years of age, did not seek to

& remarry but rather devoted all her efforts to the raising of her son in Christian piety. The youth studied
under the finest philosophers and rhetoricians. But, scorning the vain disciplines of pagan knowledge, the
future hierarch turned himself to the profound study of Holy Scripture and prayerful contemplation. St

z Meletius, Bishop of Antioch (February 12), loved John like a son, guided him in the Faith, and in the

4 year 367 baptized him.

z John Chrysostom died in the city of Comana in the year 407 on his way to his place of exile. There his
{ relics remained until 438 when, thirty years after his death, they were transferred to Constantinople

uring the reign of the Empress Eudoxia's son, the Emperor Theodosius , under the guidance
4§ during the rei fthe E Eudoxia' he E Theodosius II (408450 der the guid
& of John's disciple, St. Proclus, who by that time had become Archbishop of Constantinople (434—447).

2 Most of John's relics were looted from Constantinople by Crusaders in 1204 and taken to Rome, but
some of his bones were returned to the Orthodox Church on 27 November 2004 by Pope John Paul
II.They are now enshrined in the Church of St. George, Istanbul. However, the skull of St John, having

4 been kept at the Vatopedi Monastery on Mount Athos in northern Greece, was not among the relics that

4§ were taken by the crusaders in the 13th century. In 1655, at the request of Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich, the

& skull was taken to Russia, for which the monastery was compensated in the sum of 2000 rubles. In 1693,
having received a request from the Vatopedi Monastery for the return of St John's skull, Tsar Peter the

3 Great ordered that the skull remain in Russia but that the monastery was to be paid 500 rubles every four

4 years. The Russian state archives document these payments up until 1735.

4§ The skull was kept at the Moscow Kremlin, in the Cathedral of the Dormition of the Mother of God, until
& 1920, when it was confiscated by the Soviets and placed in the Museum of Silver Antiquities. In 1988, in
connection with the 1000th Anniversary of the Baptism of Russia, the head, along with other important
Q relics, was returned to the Russian Orthodox Church and kept at the Epiphany .

Apostol Pawel zachecal swoje wspolnoty, by nie zapominaly, ze stanowiq fedno Ciato' Jednakze doswiadczenie nam mowi, ze jest
wiele grzechow przeciwko jednosci. Nie myslmy tylko o schizmach, ale pomysimy o bardzo czestych brakach w naszych
wspolnotach, o grzechach parafialnych)'w naszych parafiach. Rzeczywiscie bowiem niekiedy nasze parafie, wezwane do tego, by
byly miejscami dzielenia si¢ i komunii, sq niestety naznaczone zawisciami, zazdroSciami, antypatiami... Tymczasem niemal wszyscy
plotkujg. Czy to jest dobre, czy tez nie? Jesli ktos zostanie wybrany przewodniczgcym danego stowarzyszenia, pojawiajq sig
wymierzone w niego plotki. Jesli jakas kobieta zostanie wybrana na prezeske, odpowiadajgcq za katecheze, inne o niej plotkujq. To
nie jest Kosciot! Tego nie wolno robi¢. Nie mowig wam, byScie obcinali sobie jezyki - tak bardzo to nie! trzeba jednak prosi¢ Pana
o laske, bysmy nie ulegali pokusie plotkowania. To prawda, jest to ludzkie, ale nie chrzescijanskie! Dzieje sie tak, kiedy zmierzamy
do zajecia pierwszych miejsc, gdy stawiamy w centrum samych siebie, z naszymi osobistymi ambicjami i naszymi sposobami
postrzegania rzeczy, osqdzajqc innych, kiedy patrzymy na braki braci, a nie na ich dary, kiedy przykladamy wiekszqg wagq do tego,
co nas oddziela, niz do tego, co nas zespala... Kiedys w innej diecezji, gdzie wczesniej bylem biskupem styszalem pigkny i ciekawy
komentarz. Mowiono o starszej kobiecie, ktora cale zZycie pracowata w parafii. Ktos, kto jq dobrze znal powiedzial: ta kobieta nigdy
nikogo nie obgadywala, nigdy nie plotkowata. Zawsze byta jednym usmiechem. Kobieta taka jak ona moze by¢ kanonizowana
chocby i jutro. To przepiekny przyklad. Jesli spojrzymy na historie Kosciota: jakze wiele podzialow migdzy nami chrzescijanami!
Rowniez teraz jestesmy podzieleni! Takze w dziejach my chrzescijanie toczylismy wojny migdzy sobq z powodu podziatow
teologicznych. Pomysimy o wojnie trzydziestoletniej. To nie jest chrzescijanskie! Musimy modli¢ sie takze o jednos¢ wszystkich
chrzescijan, iS¢ drogq ku jednosci, ktorvej Jezus pragnie i o ktorg sie modlit!

Natomiast Bog pragnie, bysmy coraz bardziej byli zdolni do przyjecia siebie nawzajem, wybaczenia sobie, lubienia jedni drugich,
aby coraz bardziej upodobnic si¢ do Niego, ktory jest komuniq i mitoscig. Na tym polega swigtos¢ Kosciola: rozpoznawaniu siebie
w obrazie Boga, napetnieniu Jego mifoscig i Jego taskq.

Drodzy przyjaciele, niech w naszych sercach rozbrzmiewajq stowa Jezusa: "Blogostawieni, ktorzy wprowadzajq pokoj, albowiem
oni bedg nazwani synami Bozymi '(Mt 5,9). Prosmy szczerze o przebaczenie za kazdy przypadek, gdy stalismy sie okazjq do
podziatu i niezrozumienia w naszych wspolnotach, dobrze wiedzqc, ze nie osigga sie komunii inaczej, jak tylko przez nieustanne
nawrocenie. A co jest tym nawroceniem? - Panie daj mi taske, bym nie obgadywal, nie krytykowal, plotkowal, pragnienia dobra dla
wszystkich! - jest to taska, jakqg Pan nas obdarzy. To wiasnie jest nawrdoceniem serca. Prosmy tez, aby codzienne wigzy naszych
relacji mogly sta¢ si¢ coraz pigkniejszym i radosnym odzwierciedleniem relacji miedzy Jezusem a Ojcem.

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Jan urodzit si¢ ok. 349 r. (jak uwazajg katolicy) lub ok. 347 r. (jak podajq prawostawni) w Antiochii,
owczesnej metropolii prowincji syryjskiej, jednym z najwigkszych miast swiata. Pochodzil z moznej
rodziny. Jego ojciec byt oficerem cesarskim. Wczesnie osierocit syna. Wszechstronne wyksztatcenie
zapewnita Janowi matka. U jej boku wiodt zycie na pot mnisze. Rozczytywat sie w klasykach i uczyt sie
ich na pamiec. Lubit jednak takze rozrywke i nie gardzit milodzienczymi  figlami.
Chrzest przyjgt dopiero, gdy miat 20 lat. To byl punkt zwrotny w jego dotychczasowym zyciu. Wstqpit do
stanu duchownego. Jako lektor uczestniczyt w stuzbie liturgicznej u boku biskupa Antiochii, Melecjusza.
Jednak po smierci matki (372) opuscit Antiochi¢ i udal si¢ na pustkowie, by tam prowadzi¢ Zycie
ascetyczne. W grocie spedzit 4 lata. Zbyt surowe zycie tak dalece nadwyrezyto mu zdrowie, ze musiat
pustynie opusci¢. Powrocil wiec do Antiochii, gdzie ponownie petnit obowigzki lektora (378), a potem
diakona (381). Swiecenia kaplanskie przyjqt w roku 385, gdy miat juz ok. 36 lat.

Sw. Jan Chryzostom nalezy do czterech wielkich doktoréw Kosciola wschodniego (obok sw. Bazylego,
sw. Grzegorza z Nazjanzu i sw. Cyryla Aleksandryjskiego). Na WschodZzie cieszy sie tak wielkim kultem,
ze jego imig wspomina si¢ w roku liturgicznym kilka razy. Papiez Pius V oglosit go doktorem Kosciota
(1568). Jest patronem kaznodziejow i studiujgcych teologie oraz oredownikiem w sytuacjach bez wyjscia.

Jan pozostawit po sobie ogromng spuscizne literackq: kanon liturgii swietej (Boska Liturgia sw. Jana
Ztotoustego), liczne pisma teologiczne (traktaty o naturze boskiej i ludzkiej Jezusa, o Eucharystii - jako
identycznej ofierze z ofiarg na Krzyzu, o prymacie papieskim, O kaplanstwie, O wychowaniu syna oraz
Przeciwko Zydom i poganom), kazania, ktére sq w znacznej mierze komentarzem do Pisma $wietego,
mowy i szerokq korespondencje (w tym 17 listow do sw. Olimpii, diakonisy). Jan Ztotousty wyroznial si¢
przede wszystkim jako znakomity znawca pism sw. Pawta Apostota. Catos¢ dziet Chryzostoma obejmuje
kilka opastych tomow.

W ikonografii sw. Jan Chryzostom przedstawiany jest jako patriarcha
w stroju rytu ortodoksyjnego (z duzymi krzyzami), czasami jako biskup
Kosciota katolickiego, zazwyczaj z krotkg, niekiedy spiczastq brodkg
i tysing czotowq. Prawq reke ma uniesiong w blogostawienstwie, w lewej
trzyma Ewangelie. Niekiedy wyobrazany jest z krzyzem w dloni.
W ikonografii czesto spotykany jest na ikonach Trzech Wielkich
Hierarchow'razem ze sw. Bazylim Wielkim i sw. Grzegorzem Teologiem,
sposrod ktorych wyroznia sig¢ przede wszystkim najkrotszq brodg.
W sztuce zachodniej jego atrybutami sq: ksiega, osiol, pisarskie pioro.

% nie zamowié mszy Sw. w ich intencjach? Msze Swiete ofiarowane sq za zywych i za g
