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Holy Father’s Catechesis for the Year of Mercy

Dear brothers and sisters,

“Lord, if you will, you can make me clean” (Lk 5:12): it is the request we heard addressed to Jesus by the leper. This
man does not ask only to be healed, but to be “cleansed,” that is, completely made whole, in body and heart. Indeed,
leprosy was considered a kind of curse from God, a form of deep impurity. The leper had to keep far away from
everyone; he could not enter the temple or any divine service. Far from God and far from men. What a sad life these
people lived.

Despite this, this leper does not resign himself either to the disease or to the provisions that make him an outcast. To
reach Jesus, he did not fear breaking the law, and he enters the city — something he wasn’t supposed to do, he was
forbidden — and when he found him, “he fell on his face and besought him: Lord, if you will, you can make me
clean” (v. 12). Everything this man who was considered unclean does and says is the expression of his faith. He
recognizes Jesus’ power: he is sure he has the power to heal him and that everything depends on his will. This faith is
the strength that allowed him to break with all convention and seek an encounter with Jesus; and falling on his knees
before him, he calls him “Lord.”

The leper’s plea shows that, when we present ourselves to Jesus, it is not necessary to make long speeches. A few
words are enough, provided they are accompanied by full confidence in his omnipotence and his goodness. In fact,
entrusting ourselves to the will of God means trusting in his infinite mercy. I will confide something personal to you. In
the evening, before going to bed, I pray this short prayer: “Lord, if you will, you can make me clean.” And I prayer five
“Our Fathers,” one for each of Jesus’ wounds, because Jesus has cleansed us by his wounds. But if I do this, you can
too, at your home, and say: “Lord, if you will, you can make me clean,” and think of Jesus’ wounds and say an “Our
Father” for each of them. And Jesus always hears us.

Jesus is deeply struck by this man. St. Mark’s Gospel underlines that “moved with pity, he stretched out his hand and
touched him, and said to him, “I will; be clean” (Mk 1:41). Jesus’ gesture accompanies his words and makes his
teaching more explicit. Against the provisions of the Law of Moses, which prohibited one from approaching a leper (cf.
Leviticus 13:45-46), Jesus stretches out his hand and even touches him. How often do we meet a poor man comes to
us? We may even be generous, we may have pity, but usually we do not touch him. We offer him some change, we toss
it there, be we avoid touching his hand. And we forget that that is the body of Jesus. Jesus teaches us not to be afraid to
touch the poor and the outcast, because he is in them. Touching the poor can cleanse us from hypocrisy and make us
concerned for his condition. Touch the outcasts. Today these young people are here with me. Many think that it would
have been better for them to remain in their homeland, but they were suffering so much there. They are our refugees,
but so many think of them as outcasts. Please, they are our brothers. A Christian does not exclude anyone;
give everyone a place, let everyone come.

After having healed the leper, Jesus charged him to tell no one, but said to him: “Go and show yourself to the priest,
and make an offering for your cleansing, as Moses commanded, for a proof to the people” (v. 14). Jesus’ provision
demonstrates at least three things. The first: the grace at work in us does not look for sensationalism. Usually, it moves
with discretion and without fanfare. To treat our wounds and guide us along the path of holiness, it works patiently,
shaping our hearts after the Lord’s Heart, so that more and more it takes on his thoughts and feelings.

The second: in making him officially verify to the priests the healing that occurred and celebrating an expiatory
sacrifice, the leper is readmitted into to the community of believers and into social life. His full reintegration completes
the healing. Just as he himself had pleaded, now he is now completely purified. Lastly, by presenting himself to the
priests, the leper gives testimony to them regarding Jesus and his Messianic authority. The power of the compassion
with which Jesus healed the leper led this man’s faith to open to mission. He was an outcast, now he is one of us.

Let us think of ourselves, of our miseries ... Each has his own. Let us think with sincerity. How many times do we
cover them with the hypocrisy of “good manners.” And that is precisely when we need to remain alone, kneel before
God and pray: “Lord, if you will, you can make me clean.” And do it, do it before going to bed, every evening. And
now let us say together this beautiful prayer: “Lord, if you will, you can make me clean.”

CATECHISM CORNER

What is freedom?

Freedom is the power given by God to act or not to act, to do this or to do that, and so to perform deliberate
actions on one's own responsibility. Freedom characterizes properly human acts. The more one does what is
good, the freer one becomes. Freedom attains its proper perfection when it is directed toward God, the highest
good and our beatitude. Freedom implies also the possibility of choosing between good and evil. The choice
of evil is an abuse of freedom and leads to the slavery of sin.

What is the relationship between freedom and responsibility?

Freedom makes people responsible for their actions to the extent that they are voluntary, even if the
imputability and responsibility for an action can be diminished or sometimes cancelled by ignorance,
inadvertence, duress, fear, inordinate attachments, or habit.

Why does everyone have a right to exercise freedom?

The right to the exercise of freedom belongs to everyone because it is inseparable from his or her dignity as a
human person. Therefore this right must always be respected, especially in moral and religious matters, and it
must be recognized and protected by civil authority within the limits of the common good and a just public
order.

"Panie, jesli chcesz, mozesz mnie oczysci¢" (Lk 5,12): to uslyszana przez nas prosba
tredowatego skierowana do Jezusa. Czlowiek ten prosi nie tylko o uzdrowienie, ale takze
aby zostat "oczyszczony", to znaczy w petni uzdrowiony na ciele i na sercu. Trgd byt
bowiem uznawany za forme przeklenstwa od Boga, glebokiej nieczystosci. Tredowaty
musiat trzymac sie z dala od wszystkich, nie miat dostepu do swigtyni i Zadnego kultu
oddawanego Bogu. Byt z dala od Boga i od ludzi. Jakze smutne zycie wiedli ci ludzie!

Pomimo to ow tredowaty nie poddaje si¢ ani chorobie ani tez lub przepisom, ktore czynig go wyrzutkiem. Aby dotrzec
do Jezusa, nie bat si¢ zlamac prawa i wejs¢ do miasta - coS czego nie powinien czynic - byto to jemu zakazane, a kiedy
Go odnalazt, "upadt na twarz i prosit Go: «Panie, jesli chcesz, mozesz mnie oczysci¢»" (w. 12). To wszystko, co ow
czlowiek uwazany za nieczystego czyni i mowi jest wyrazem jego wiary! Uznaje moc Jezusa: jest pewien, ze ma On moc,
aby go uzdrowic i ze wszystko zalezy od Jego woli. Ta wiara jest sitq, ktora pozwolita jemu ztamac wszelkie konwencje i
dqzy¢ do spotkania z Jezusem, a upadajgc przed Nim na kolana, nazywa Go "Panem". Blaganie tredowatego ukazuje,
ze kiedy stajemy przed Jezusem nie trzeba diugich przemowien. Wystarcza kilka stow, pod warunkiem, ze towarzyszy im
petna ufnos¢ w Jego wszechmoc i dobro¢. Powierzenie si¢ woli Boga oznacza w istocie zwrocenie si¢ do Jego
nieskonczonego milosierdzia. Wyznam wam cos bardzo osobistego. Wieczorem, zanim udam sie do tozka, odmawiam te
krotkqg modlitwe: "Panie, jesli chcesz, mozesz mnie oczysci¢!" i odmawiam pie¢ razy "Ojcze nasz", kazde za jedng z ran
Jezusa, bo Jezus oczyscit nas swoimi ranami. Ja tak robie, ale mozecie takze podobnie czynic¢ i wy u siebie w domu, i
powiedzie¢: "Panie, jesli chcesz, mozesz mnie oczyscic¢”, myslgc o ranach Jezusa i odmowic¢ "Ojcze nasz" za kazdg z
nich. Jezus zas wystuchuje nas zawsze.

Jezus jest gleboko poruszony tym cztowiekiem. Ewangelia sw. Marka podkresla, ze "zdjety litoscig, wyciggnagl reke,
dotkngt go i rzekt do niego: «Chce, bgdz oczyszczony!»" (1,41). Gest Jezusa towarzyszy jego stowom i czyni bardziej
wyraznym Jego nauczanie. Wbrew przepisom Prawa Mojzeszowego, ktore zakazywato zbliza¢ sie do tredowatego (por.
Kpl 13,45-46) Jezus wyciggngt reke, a nawet go dotkngl. Ilez razy spotykamy biedaka, wychodzgcego nam na
spotkanie! Mozemy by¢ nawet szczodrzy, mozemy mie¢ wspolczucie, ale zwykle go nie dotykamy. Dajemy mu pienigdze,
ale unikamy dotknigcia jego reki, rzucamy jq. I zapominamy, ze jest to cialo Chrystusa! Jezus uczy nas, aby nie bac sig
dotykania ubogich i wykluczonych, bo On jest w nich obecny. Dotknigcie ubogiego moze nas oczyscic z obtudy i uczynié
nas niespokojnymi o jego stan. Dotkng¢é wykluczonego. Dzisiaj towarzyszq mi tutaj ci chtopcy. Wielu mysli o nich, ze
lepiej, aby pozostali w swojej ojczyznie. Ale tam bardzo cierpieli. Sq to nasi uchodzcy, ale wielu uwaza ich za
wykluczonych. Alez prosze was - sq to nasi bracia. Chrzescijanin nikogo nie wyklucza, zostawia miejsce dla wszystkich,
wszystkim pozwala przybyc!

Po uzdrowieniu tredowatego Jezus nakazuje mu, by nic nikomu nie mowit, ale "idz, pokaz si¢ kaptanowi i zoz ofiare za
swe oczyszczenie, jak przepisat Mojzesz, na swiadectwo dla nich” (w. 14 ). Ten nakaz Jezusa ukazuje co najmniej trzy
rzeczy. Po pierwsze, taska, ktora w nas dziata nie szuka sensacji. Zazwyczaj dziata po cichu i bez rozgtosu. Aby
uzdrowic nasze rany i poprowadzi¢ nas drogq swietosci dziata ona cierpliwie ksztaltujqc nasze serca na podobienstwo
serca Pana, abysmy coraz bardziej przyjmowali Jego mysli i uczucia.
